3. We need your response by 1st March 2010 to ensure you are included.  Clubs will be 
allocated space on a first come, first served basis – so get your request in early. 

4. Once your form has been received we will work to set up a schedule of events in 
the arena and with participation sports and let you know what time slot and time 
period you have.  If you require an exhibition stand, details of this will also be sent 
to you.
